9. US Club Soccer Registration & Medical waiver 
10.  KSYSA release and transfer form. 
11.  Super F League Registration Form. 
12. Wellbody Release.

In order to pay all operating costs that are incurred at the start of your season, we must 
have a check for $400. Future payments will be $85 per month.  We cannot stress 
enough that all payments must be made on time in order for us to pay our expenses on 
time.  
 
 
Monthly expenses will be due on or before the 23rd of the preceding month and 
will be late after that date.  Your child will be subject to suspension from all play until 
payment is received.  All monthly payments should be made out to I.S.C. and given to 
the club manager.  
 
**A $10 late fee will be assessed for payments collected after the 23rd of the current 
month.

Welcome to the Outlaws!  We are an independent competitive soccer club, dedicated to 
helping young people develop into complete soccer players.  What sets us apart from 
other clubs is our concern, not only for your son or daughter’s soccer skills, but also for 
his or her life skills.  While teaching soccer, we also try to impart life skills such as 
communication, leadership, teamwork, dedication and sportsmanship. 
 
Our mission is to provide the highest level of learning within a highly competitive, yet 
highly fun and healthy soccer environment.  Our coaches have played the game at the 
highest levels, including college or professional experience.  Our coaches do more than talk 
– each coach is able to demonstrate the skills that players need.  We also teach unique 
game related activities, not generally taught by other clubs, to enhance your child’s 
individual improvement. 
 

THE OUTLAWS COMMITMENT 
 
In order for your son or daughter to reap the greatest benefit from our program, the 
coaches, players and parents must all be committed to the team.  The coaches are 
dedicated to providing the best training and teaching possible.  Your son or daughter must 
be committed to attending all practices and games.  He or she is expected to give his or her 
best effort at all times and to work on skills at home.  The parents need to be committed 
to providing moral support to their son or daughter and must be committed to promptly 
paying all club dues.  Each team member and parent will need to sign a commitment 
agreement, detailing the club’s expectations. All though your immediate commitment is 
only for one year, Parents and players need to understand that soccer is a team sport with 
many variables and long-term success is a product of long term commitment. It usually 
takes two to three years to produce a successful team and Outlaws is not the place for 
you if your interests are winning only. 
 

COACHING PHILOSOPHIES 
 
Playing Time and Roster Size: 
Playing time is important because the game of soccer itself is the best teacher.  Your son 
or daughter must play in order to learn, grow and improve.  Our goal is to attempt to keep 
rosters small to allow for more playing opportunities.  Therefore, a commitment to make 
a sincere effort to attend every game is required.  Players with poor attendance will 
receive less playing time.  Players will not always have equal playing time during league 
and tournament games.  Decisions about playing time will be made by the coach based on 
game strategy and player fitness, attendance, ability and attitude.  The Outlaws believe 



that winning is a natural by-product of helping teams and individuals reach their highest 
potential through high quality training, hard work, team work and sportsmanship. 
 
Tournaments: 
The tournaments in which your team will participate will be determined by the coach, 
club director and your team manager.  Club tournaments are prescheduled for the entire 
year and additional tournaments may be added throughout the seasons.   The Coach also 
reserves the right to change the tournament schedule during the year.  Teams attend 
tournaments appropriate for their skill level.  The Outlaws’ goal is to attend tournaments 
together as a club.  When teams reach the highest skill levels, they may be designated as 
tournament only teams, or they may attend specially selected tournaments.  It is the goal 
for every Outlaw team to reach the highest level.   
 
Past tournaments include:  Tulsa, OK, Des Moines, IA, Columbia, MO, St Louis, MO, 
plus numerous local tournaments (i.e. KCI Tournament of the Woods, Gold Cup, HIT, 
MAG).   
 
Outdoor League: 
All teams will compete in the Heartland Soccer League.  
 
Indoor League: 
All club teams will be required to play Futsal.  Futsal is an indoor game requiring 
greater foot skills and faster decision-making skills.  This will improve your child’s skills 
and the overall level of the club.  If your child opts out of the winter soccer session, you 
will still be responsible for your financial commitment and monthly dues to the Outlaws’ 
Club.  The Outlaws Club is a full year long commitment. 
 
Summer Camps: 
Each Outlaws team member will be required to attend a mandatory scheduled Outlaws 
team camp .  Costs of this camp are incorporated into player’s club dues.  Team camps 
will be directed by Coach Ken and taught by the Outlaws coaching staff.  No refunds will 
be given for team camp as this is an opportunity for team cohesiveness.   
 
Involvement in other sports: 
Club members are permitted to play other sports.  However, the Outlaws team must 
be a first priority.  Club members will be required to make a sincere effort to attend all 
practices, tournaments and championships.  Understandably, some events must be 
missed due to school, family or other conflicts.  These absences should be discussed with 
the team manager. 
 
Double Rostering and Guest play 
The Outlaws Club is fortunate to be able to offer opportunities to its team players to 
either guest play or double roster within the club.  We would encourage you to seek out 



those opportunities if you are interested.  If the opportunity arises for your son or 
daughter, the fees will be as follows: 
Guest play – No additional fees will be charged for guest playing on another Outlaws 
team. 
Double Rostering – One $85 fee will be assessed to cover costs of league fees and player 
card. 
The Club will not encourage guest playing on other teams outside of the Outlaws Club if 
there are other possibilities for play within our own club.

It is the responsibility of each and every family to stay informed of the events within the 
Outlaws Soccer Club.

I acknowledge that in consideration of my child being accepted as a member of a soccer 
team (“team”) sponsored by the Kansas City Outlaws, that I will be responsible for and pay 
all financial obligations incurred by the Team and/or Club on my child’s behalf. These 
financial obligations include, by way of example but not limited to, coaching fees, 
tournament and league fees, uniform fees, Club dues and fees, etc.  

I understand that should my child quit or leave the team during the soccer season, no 
financial obligations will be incurred on my child’s behalf of the team and/or Club, after the 
date that I give notice to the Team and Club that my child will no longer participate with a 
KC Outlaws Team. However, I recognize that certain financial commitments must be made 
in advance, such as prepaid tournaments and league fees, and I agree that I will be 
responsible for and pay my child’s share of such expenses even though my child has left the 
Team and/or Club by the time the associated event(s) occur.  

In addition to agreeing to pay all financial obligations associated with my child playing 
soccer on a team sponsored by the club, I agree that in the event that my child quits or 
leaves the team and/or Club, for any reason, during the soccer season (July 15 through June 
15), with an outstanding balance due to the Team and/or Club, that the Team and/or Club 
will have the right to direct all state youth soccer associations and/or leagues to withhold the 
issuance of a player card/pass for my child until all financial obligations to the Team and/or 
Club have been paid in full as authorized by the KSYSA rules.
